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3 Therefore I want you to understand that no one speaking in the Spirit of God ever 
says "Jesus is accursed!" and no one can say "Jesus is Lord"  
except in the Holy Spirit. [1st Corinthians 12:3] 
 

Greetings!  It is the wonderful month of June; the month this year where we celebrate 
Pentecost.  Pentecost is the day we remember Godôs gift of His Spirit.   
 
Sadly, the Holy Spirit is often overlooked in our theology and in our discussions as Chris-
tians.  We rightly focus on the work of Jesus Christ: He lived for us, He died for us, He 
rose again for us, He intercedes for us, and Heôs coming back for us.  Yet, without the 
Holy Spiritôs work in our lives we would be utterly lost and damned.  
 
In the book of John Jesus says these words on the night He was to be betrayed, ñ15 "If 
you love me, you will keep my commandments. 16 And I will ask the Father, and he 
will give you another Helper, to be with you forever, 17 even the Spirit of truth, whom 
the world cannot receive, because it neither sees him nor knows him. You know 
him, for he dwells with you and will be in you. 18 "I will not leave you as orphans; I 
will come to you.  
 
Even though Jesus was going to leave, He was going to give us His Spirit, and it was His 
Spirit that would keep us in the faith until we see the Lord face to face.  
 
The Holy Spirit is God, living inside of us.  He opened our hearts to believe in Jesus.  He 
keeps us in the faith.  He convicts us of sin and assures us of forgiveness.  The Holy Spir-
it opens our hearts and minds to understand the Word of God.  He is imperative and wor-
thy of our praise, adoration, and love.  We must remember Him, worship Him, and give 
thanks for Him.  
 
Here are a few Scriptures concerning the wonderful blessing of Godôs Holy Spirit.  
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Acts 2:38-39 
38 And Peter said to them, "Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the for-
giveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For the promise is for you and for your chil-
dren and for all who are far off, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to himself." 
 
2nd Timothy 1:13-14 
13 Follow the pattern of the sound words that you have heard from me, in the faith and love that are in Christ Je-
sus. 14 By the Holy Spirit who dwells within us, guard the good deposit entrusted to you. 
 
John 16:7-11 
7 Nevertheless, I tell you the truth: it is to your advantage that I go away, for if I do not go away, the Helper [the 
Holy Spirit] will not come to you. But if I go, I will send Him to you.8 And when He comes, He will convict the world 
concerning sin and righteousness and judgment:9 concerning sin, because they do not believe in me; 10 concern-
ing righteousness, because I go to the Father, and you will see me no longer; 11 concerning judgment, because the 
ruler of this world is judged. 
 
1st Corinthians 12:13 
13 For in one Spirit we were all baptized into one body- Jews or Greeks, slaves or free- and all were made to drink 
of one Spirit. 
 
The Holy Spirit is such a blessing, it is because of Him that we know Jesus.  It is because of Him that our hearts are open 
to the Gospel.  It is because of Him that we are sensitive to Godôs Law.  It is because of Him that we are in Christ Jesus.  
 
Beginning on the day of Pentecost, I am going to start a 6 week sermon series on the Holy Spirit; I hope you can come 
and be a part!
